Add  ( -s )    to  the  verb  in  the simple  present  tense  with  (  he -  she ).


Use  the  adverbs  of  time ( usually - sometimes - always )  with  the  present  tense.

Add  ( - ing )  to  the   verb  in  the  present  continuous  tense.



Put   the  auxiliary  verb ( is – are )  before  the  main  verb.



Use  the  adverbs  of  time (  now  -  today ) with  the present continuous  tense.
